Title of Lesson:  Canadian Settlement Patterns – An Interactive Overview

Length of lesson:  sixty minutes

Prescribed Learning Outcomes:  

· Interpret and use graphs, tables, aerial photos, scales, legends, and various types of maps

· Assess settlement patterns and population distribution in selected countries (Canada)

· Relate population growth and settlement patterns to resource consumption and depletion in selected countries (Canada).

Objectives:  By the end of this lesson students will be able to:

· Understand and interpret data taken from a map

· Develop an understanding of the factors influencing settlement patterns

· Make a clear connection between city locations and environmental factors

Introduction:  (10 minutes)  including time to walk to library


Good afternoon everyone, place overhead of North America on the projector.  I’d like everyone to look at this overhead and see if they can find something that is unique, or draws your attention. Q & A.  Today we are going build on yesterday’s map interpretation lesson by applying those skills to help us determine why Canadian cities developed in the locations that they did.  We are going to go to the computer lab to research, and help us to answer this question.  While we are in the lab, I expect each of you to behave in an orderly fashion and work towards finishing the assignment that you will be handing in tomorrow.  You will need to bring your worksheet (overhead depicting provinces), pencil crayons, and a pen, the librarian is expecting us, so let’s quietly head downstairs.

Body of Lesson:  (45 minutes)                          Resources – computer room and www.atlas.gc.ca
· 1) everyone log on to Atlas of Canada website and click on People and Society – then Aboriginal Language by Community 1996.  Q & A linking settlement to water and mode of transport.   (10 minutes)

· 2) next go into the Historical file and then open up Aboriginal People Circa 1630, then APC 1740, then APC 1823.  Q & A regarding patterns they noticed and possibilities for those patterns.  ( 10 minutes)

· 3) now go and find the Reference Maps section, and then open up the Outline Maps of Canada, and follow the link to Places, Locations, and Names.  Enlarge the picture by hitting zoom in, now notice the physical location of the cities on the map.  Do you see any patterns or similarities?  Q & A (10 minutes)

· 4) on your worksheet, I would like you to first pick a province or territory.  Now during the next five minutes you need to revisit the links that we have explored today and on your worksheet, I’d like you to: color in the Aboriginal Languages by Community in your chosen province / territory, and mark the major cities within that province / territory on your worksheet.  Any Questions? (10 minutes)

· 5) as part of this lesson I’m giving everyone five minutes to write me a ‘exit slip’ describing, or summarizing what they have learned from the lesson.  (5 minutes)
