Project for Vacation Brochure to Ancient Rome

You are a tourism promoter in Ancient Rome at the end of the Pax Romana.  Scientists in your society have discovered a time machine.  Using this technology, you are competing with other tourism promoters to attract travelers from the early 21st century back to visit your culture.

Your job is to create a tourist brochure.  This brochure should be attractive and informative.  Since photography has yet to be invented, you are required to draw your pictures.  However, these pictures may not fully represent Ancient Rome.  Therefore, you need to attract potential tourists by also describing to them four out of the following five categories of Greco-Roman achievements: architectural development, technological and scientific achievements, political conquests, Roman literature, and art.  There are, however, many aspects of your culture that can be promoted.  You should focus on the four aspects you have chosen.  The manner in which these aspects of your culture are promoted is up to your creativity.  You should start with your notes and text book, but you are expected to find additional information in the library.

Overall, you should think of the central goal of this brochure:  Is it informative enough to accurately represent the achievements of Ancient Rome to attract tourists from the future to visit your society?


Remember. Like many other tourist brochures in the early 21st century, your brochure will be distributed on magazine racks.  Think of this when you design the front cover.  The dimensions of the brochure should be 8 ½” by 11” and four pages long.
