Math Rewrites

The goal of a math rewrite is to convince a teacher of the student's conceptual understanding of a skill.  It is thought that many students have difficulty putting their thoughts onto paper and need to work on written explanations and mathematical notation (Perlin, Pg 134).  By using a math rewrite a student is able to spend more time mastering the concept of a skill and reducing a penalty imposed by a test.

When students choose to do a math rewrite they are expected to do a number of things.  They need to reflect on and describe their mistakes on each problem.  The next step is to write a detailed conceptual explanation of the correct solution.  Lastly, they need to show the correct mathematical solution.  For each problem successfully rewritten in a convincing manner, half the marks are rewarded.
